Voyage Plan Pro-forma for MNF Voyages

Instructions to author:

1. The Chief Scientist must submit the final Voyage Plan to the nominated MNF Operations Manager no later than 3 months in advance of the voyage mobilisation date.  The Voyage Plan should be submitted in electronic form (Microsoft Word).

2. Your Voyage Plan should basically follow the original proposal in regard to objectives, area of operation and methods.  If for some reason you wish to amend your plan to any significant extent, then you must make application to the Steering Committee, since ship time is allocated on the basis of your original application.

3. Refer to any charts or diagrams as numbered figures (eg. voyage track) and attach to the Voyage Plan as you would for a scientific journal.

4. Please follow the format below and delete the typed instructions which are shown in blue as you complete the various elements of the Voyage Plan.

5. Delete this page when your Voyage Plan has been completed.

Scientific Objectives

Broad scientific context within which voyage is undertaken (typically one or two paragraphs).  If there is more than one Principal Investigator, then show which objectives relate to each investigator.  Refer your application.

Voyage Objectives

These are the activities the vessel will conduct to meet the scientific objectives.  A small number of succinct paragraphs are often sufficient.  You must clearly indicate the priority of each objective.  Avoid the use of long tables of numbers such as latitudes and longitudes – these can be given to the master prior to sailing.  Refer your application.

Voyage Track

Clearly show the area of operation and the intended voyage track.  The figure should feature a map showing the entire voyage track, and relevant coastline showing major towns or cities so that readers can see at a glance where Southern Surveyor will be relative to well known features.  Fine details of the voyage track in the area of operation need not be shown.  The figure can be shown here (if small) or as an A4 size attachment.

Time Estimates

A brief description or tabulation of how you intend to use your ship time, based on a steaming speed of 11 knots.  Refer your application.

Piggy-back Projects (if any)
Give title, Principal Investigator, scientific and voyage objectives, and explain how the piggy-back project fits into the time estimates. 

Southern Surveyor Equipment

Distinctly list equipment and services required from Southern Surveyor.  Please give this careful consideration, as there is no guarantee that equipment will be available unless specifically requested.  Do you require the stern-ramp cover or trawl-fences to be fitted to the aft deck?  Do you require the use of Milli-Q water?  Liaise with Operations Manager as required.  

User Equipment

Carefully list the equipment that you will be bringing.  For voyages with large and or complex equipment requirements, you must provide deck layout plans that show the location and weight of deck equipment as an attachment.  Liaise with the Operations Manager as required.

Special Requests

Describe any special requirements here.  Do you require any equipment to be fitted to the vessel?  Are their any special procedures to be followed with new equipment, radiation work, lasers, rock saw or diving?  Will any personnel be working at height or working alone for extended periods?  These activities will require separate approvals but list them here as well.  Do you need to test any equipment before sailing or under controlled conditions?  Liaise with the Operations Manager as required.
